• Staff and volunteers set an excellent example to pupils at all times 
 

• We use a therapeutic approach to promoting prosocial behaviours and 

managing unsocial and antisocial behaviours in line with our Behaviour Policy. 

 

• The behaviour policy is understood by pupils and staff 
 

• The exclusions policy explains that exclusions will only be used as a last 
resort, and outlines the processes involved in permanent and fixed-term 
exclusions 

 

• Pupils are helped to take responsibility for their actions 
 

• Families are involved in behaviour incidents to foster good relationships 
between the school and pupils’ home life 

 

 

Expected standards of behaviour are clearly stated in the school’s Behaviour Policy.
